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Shizuka Takubo solo Exhibition
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<Press release>
This exhibition will feature approximately 40 cups and saucers in various styles
created by Shizuka Takubo.

Today, Takubo is attracting attention as an artist specializing in cups and saucers,
but ever since she was a student, she has wondered what the artistic position of a
vessel is. Whether a vessel that has a specific daily use cannot be a work of art.
Her struggle to find a way to make art out of vessels reached a turning point when
she met Soichiro Fukai, a sculptor and professor.

Takubo who wanted to take her time and work with each piece of her work
individually rather than mass production was torn between the three fields of tea
ceremony ceramics, art objects, and traditional crafts. Mr. Fukai told her, "You
should create a new field. To do so, Study history, know the present, and create
the future” Encouraged by his words, Takubo's cup and saucer was launched
without being bound by the conventional wisdom of the ceramic art world.

Originally Takubo is a big fan of tea a great tea and she learned that Western tea
culture developed under the influence of Japanese tea ceremony culture. The
place of afternoon tea, which also spread to the West, gradually developed into an
entertainment fused with fashion. Takubo interpreted for the women dressed in
splendid dresses at afternoon tea, teacups were like jewelry extending from the
tips of their fingers and she has come to want to establish such cups and saucers
of Western culture as a beautiful and new field that impresses people by using the
unique Japanese technique of making cups and saucers in the same way as Raku
ware tea bowls, by digging out the bottom of tea bowls after forming them in
Tamatsukuri.

The inspiration for Takubo's work comes from books.

In graduate school, she studied history of contemporary ceramics, history of

ceramics after the Meiji era, history of tea, and history of cups and saucers.

Learn how the Japanese tea ceremony culture was accepted in the West and how

it was transformed into a culture and imagine her works by associating it with the

aristocrats who devoted themselves to it. She also gets inspiration for her work

from the corsets of dresses and the European architectural styles that were
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popular at the time. In addition, She also reads the fashion magazine in order to
incorporate modern elements into her work.

The cup and saucer with a seashell motif is also an indispensable part of Takubo's
work. In the 16th and 17th centuries, most of the porcelain used in the West was
imported from China and Japan. When imports became difficult due to Japan's
isolation from the rest of the world and political changes in China, people began to
try to produce their own porcelain. However, the development of porcelain
production was not a simple process, and as the development dragged on, people
came to cherish the shells, which were said to resemble porcelain. Under this
influence, even after porcelain was produced in the West, many teacups were
made with shell motifs. Taking this historical background into consideration,
Takubo adds her own originality to her work, which is as beautiful as a mysterious
jewel lying at the bottom of the sea.

All of Takubo's works incorporate historical background.

She says that she wants to be a name to be remembered in her time, and she
always creates her works based on what she learns about history and what she
wants to convey and leave behind for the next generation.

We hope you will enjoy Takubo's brilliant works, which are pioneering the world of
contemporary ceramic art with an eye on the future.
